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L ois Dalzell Celebrates 100 Years

Dozens of friends and family
members gathered at Sunrise As-
sisted Living July 1 to celebrate
100 years and two days of alife of
faith, humor and music with Lois
Dalzell.

Friend Hollie Volpp, who has
known Lois for about one-third of
that long life, summed up the
sentiments of many who know
her.

“She®aredly great Chris-
tian. She®funny, shehasa
great sense of humor and she®
so talented. She has such alove
to help people. She®just a spe-
cia friend,” Hollie said.

Born Lois McNitt on June
29, 1906, in Kansas, Lois grew
up on afarm but went to live
with her grandparents in Wash-
ington, Kansas, so she could
attend high school. She gradu-
ated in 1924 and went on to
earn adegree at Kansas State
University. She met Paul Dal-
zell when they were both teach-
ing in Boise, Idaho. They mar-
ried and moved to Fresno in
1956. At First Presthey were
involved in music and Mari-
ners. Lois was a member of
the Women® Association and of-
ten accompanied the choir at re-
hearsals. Paul died in 1978.

In aroom off the Sunrise din-
ing room, alarge birthday cake
was flanked by platters of fruit,
vegetables, cheese and crackers.
Lois, wearing pale blue pants and
a sweater set, sat in achair and
greeted her guests with a soft
handshake, lively smile and spar-
kling eyes. At least one television
station came to record her mile-
stone.

Dick Dazell, Lois oldest
nephew, traveled from Idaho.
Now aretired music teacher,
Dick recalled taking piano les-
sons from Lois when she and
Paul lived in Boise.
